1 The resource shouldsibly retain
those physical characteristics that
were present during the period for
which it or the associated person is
significant.

1 A moved building or structure may
qualify as a Florida Heritage Site if the
move was made 30 or more years ag{
or the move was made to preserve the
resource from demolition and
reasonable attempts were made to
ensure that the new setting is similar
to the historical setting.
